In 1790 George Washington laid the
corner-stone of the Capitol where the
Congress sits. The place was called the
District of Columbia in honour of
Columbus, the discoverer of America. The
capital got the name of Washington after
the name of its founder. Washington has
been the federal capital since 1800.

Elections to the house take place
every 2 years.

OThere are 100 senators (2 from each state), they
are elected for a period of six years.

[Election day is always in November, on the first
Tuesday, after the first Monday.

Avenue. It has been the home of every president
with the exception of George Washington.

® The White House has been the official residence of
the US President since 1800.




-or more than 200 years, the White
House has been more than just the
home of the Presidents and their
families. Throughout the world, it is
recoghized as the symbol of the
President, of the President's
administration, and of the United
States.

There are 132 rooms, 35 bathrooms, and 6 levels in the
Residence. There are also 412 doors, 147 windows, 28
fireplaces, 8 staircases, and 3 elevators.

At various times in history, the White House has been
known as the "President's Palace,” the "President's
House," and the "Executive Mansion." President
Theodore Roosevelt officially gave the White House its
current name in 19ol.

With five full-time chefs, the White House kitchen is
able to serve dinner to as many as 140 guests and hors
d'oeuvres (3axycka) to more than 1,000.
