How can we set our students up to be

successful at listening?
 Make sure instructions are clear; students have
to understand very clearly what they are expected
to do.

* Make sure that each time a listening text is heard,
even for the second or third time, the students
have a specific purpose for listening; give them a
task.

* Do plenty of pre-listening work.

« Encourage students not to worry if they don't
understand every word; a task can be completed
even when they miss some of the words
