The valley of geysers

The geyser valley is one of the largest geyser fields in the world and the
only in Eurasia. The valley of geysers located on the Kamchatka
Peninsula in the Kronotsky state biosphere reserve.

It is a deep canyon spring, in the sides of which in the area of about 6
km2 and there are numerous outputs of geysers, hot springs, mud pofs,
thermal sites, waterfalls and lakes. This limited the size of the area
observed abnormally high biodiversity and high contrast of natural
conditions and climate([1].

Valley of geysers is difficult to access in its territory protected mode. Its
ecosystem is unique to Russia and is highly vulnerable to external
influences, there Is a constant environmental monitoring of the natural
complex, recreational activity is tightly requlated(1].

Since 1992, here travel agencies, under confract with the reserve,
organized helicopter tours, a strict system of rules and requirements for
the organization of the city in order to preserve the equilibrium of
ecosystems[2]. In 2008, according to voting results, the Geyser Valley
was included in the list of the seven wonders of Russia[3].

In 2007, after the region was hit by heavy rains, a mudslide, the site of
the valley of geysers formed a dam. In 2013, heavy rains contributed
to the revival of natural monument. New landslide destroyed the
natural dam, releasing the sources. When the water receded, the
geysers again scored. And, according to experts[which?], they

The valley of geysers is located on
the territory of Kamchatskiy Krai of
the Russian Federation. Spatially it
Is located within the Eastern
mountain range, deeply eroded
the South-Eastern part of the
Uzon-geyzernaya calderas, which
is part of the pool of geyzernaya
river — tributary of the river Noisy



General characteristics

Geyser River

In the valley of the geyser, there are three isolated
groups of thermal springs:

Chechenizatsiya group in the headwaters of the river,
on the slopes of the volcano kikhpinych, the thermal
acid composition and a weak flow rate, and fumaroles;

Verdegaia group — the section of river from the
South-East, with active fumarolic activity;

Actually hot Spring group on a segment of the river in its
lower reaches, where the bulk of the thermal springs
and all geysers. It is usually called the Valley of geysers.

This group of sources located in the lower reaches of
the Geyser river, near its confluence with the river Loud,
on a segment with a fotal length of approximately 2.5
km. There is 20 large geysers and a few hundred outfputs
of thermal waters emerging at the bottom of the sides
of the canyon depth of about 400-500 m, in the river
and on the lake bottom of hot Spring from which flows
almost boiling water, whose temperature exceeds 95°C
and rise to hot steam jets[4][5].

Currently, about two thirds of the valley is covered by
large landslide in 2007.

Tourism

As in the Soviet period and after 1991, the Valley of
geysers was one of the most visited tourist places of
Kamchatka. Also Valley of geysers is part of the
UNESCO world heritage site "Volcanoes of
Kamchatka".

Since 1967, the Valley of geysers is prohibited "wild
tourism, and with 1977 — tourism in General.

In 1993, after the creation of the necessary
infrastructure, the valley was again opened to
tourists. A year in the valley came more than three
thousand people.

Independent access of tourists to the Valley of
Geysers is strictly limited.

In 2007, the head of the Federal tourism Agency
Vladimir Strzhalkovsky asked the President of Russia
Vladimir Putin about increase of quotas on visits by
tourists, and received the answer: "This decision
should be based solely on the opinion of experts"
which the press interpreted as a failure.
