something is done or how something
happens.

 Most adverbs of manner end in —ly.
— sadly, happily, angrily, suddenly, etc.
« Some adverbs of manner do not.
— fast, well, hard
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Adverbs of Place

Adverbs that change or qualify the meaning of a sentence by telling us
where things happen are defined as adverbs of place.

These adverbs always answer one important question: Where???

The boys are playing upstairs.
The dog is in the garden.

We're going to New York City on our school trip.

It's very sunny but cold outside.

Put the cake there.
After a long day at work, we headed homewards.
Please bring that book here.

My grandfather’s house is nearby.

Past Present Future
yesterday when sO0N

These can be used to discuss the past, present, and future

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Adverbs of Frequency

% ADVERB EXAMPLE SENTENCE

100% always | always go to bed before 10pm.
90% usually | usually have bread for breakfast.
80% normally | normally go to the gym.

70% often | often go shopping.

50% sometimes | sometimes forgetmy friend's birthday.
30% occasionally | occasionally eat junk food.

10% seldom | seldom read magazines.

5% rarely | rarely drink alcohol.

0% never | neverswim in the sea.
