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April 10, 1912 "Titanic" sailed
from Southampton on its maiden
and only flight. Having made a
stop in the French Cherbourg and
Queenstown Irish ship was
released into the Atlantic Ocean
with 1317 passengers and 908 crew
members on board. He commanded a
ship captain Edward Smith. April
14 radio "Titanic" took seven ice
warnings, but the ship continued
to move almost at the maximum
speed. To avoid the floating ice,
the captain ordered to go just

Smith commanded such ships as the "Adriatic",

"Majestic", "Koptik" and "Olympic". Despite the
fact that he enjoyed great respect, on ships under
his command often occurred incidents. So in 1889
"Repablik" under his command ran aground, in
1904 there was a fire on the ship, "Majestic", in
1906, another fire broke out on his ship "Baltic", in
1909 he was put on a bank "Adriatic", and in 1911
there was a clash managed their "Olympic" and the
British warship "Hawk". However, despite such a
track record, Smith enjoyed high popularity among
the crew members and passengers. Due to this,
and, last but not least, because of the rich
experience, he was assigned to command the
passenger liner "Titanic" in his first voyage, after
which the captain had to retire.
