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First, the short version:

request an address from the website
mail the postcard to the address bt
wait to receive a postcard

register the received postcard in the system =
The first step is to request to send a postcard. The web5|te will dlsplay (and send you an

email) with the address of another member and a Postcard ID (e.g.: US-786). You then mail a
postcard to that member.

The member receives the postcard and registers it using the Postcard ID that is on the
postcard. At this point, you are eligible to receive a postcard from another user. You are now
in line for the next person that requests to send a postcard. Where the postcard comes from
is a surprise!

You can have up to 5 postcards traveling at any single time. Every time one of the postcards
you send is registered, you can request another address. The number of postcards allowed to
travel at any single time goes up the more postcards you send!

Official exchange

is a term used in postcrossing to denote postcards sent
through the automated interface of the site. The principle of exchange is
as follows:

The participant requests from the system the random address of the
other participant and sends him a postcard;

When the postcard reaches the addressee, he registers it in the system
using the identification code that the sender had to specify;

After at least one participant's card has been registered, its address is
randomly issued to the request of another participant, and the address
issuance algorithm is aimed at minimizing the difference between the
number of received and sent postcards.

* In addition, according to such a system, a
consecutive exchange of postcards in an
envelope can be carried out: each member
of the group can take several favorite
postcards from the envelope, replacing
them with the same number of their own,
and send it further along the chain.
