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Heritage and Watson focus on a specific feature of conversations,
namely, that as conversati proceed, bers may ‘‘for late’’
what it is they have been saying. Conversati are not g
even for those who are engaged in their production. The introduction of
a formulation enables co-participants to settle on one of many possible
interpretations of what they have been saying. They may thus be provid-
ed with the sense that they were indeed involved in a colloquy which was
self-explicating, i.e., which contained and subseq ly revealed its
sense to them (and presumably could do so for others). Formulations
are shown to be important hods used by bers for de ating
that, among other things, the conversation has been and is ongoingly
self-explicating.
